Tongue and Groove Flooring. The majority of the lumber that goes through the planer is S4S, or surfaced four 
sides. We can run large and small orders, mixed orders and can usually satisfy your preference for lumber grade 
and board lengths from stock. Cowls has a large supply of  air dried pine and 6”  hemlock boards to repair or 
build your new barn.
